We are continuing to progress as a school. We are taking part in
another very exciting EEF (Education Endowment Foundation) research
project, along with Coventry University. The project is called 'Story
Choices Vocabulary Measure Pilot' and the focus is developing
children's vocabulary through high quality story engagement in the



EYFS. It fits in with what we do in our foundation stage, and will be
really exciting to see the outcomes.

We have already shared that much of our end of Year Six SATs data
last year was well above Wokingham and national averages. You can

HELP FOR FAMILIES THIS WINTER

There's support for families where children get means-tested free school meals and other households
who are struggling.

The parents of children who receive means-tested free school meals in term time can apply for a grant of
£15 per week for each eligible child during the school holidays via First Days Children's Charity.

They will get payments automatically just before October half-term, the Christmas two-week holiday and
February half-term.

Residents who received vouchers to cover the cost of meals in the school holidays from First Days since
April 2023, do not need to apply again. Please do not contact First Days to request a higher amount. Only
contact with queries about your payment if you have not received it by the first day of October half-term,
the Christmas holidays and February half-term.

Changes to your income mean you may be in this situation needing support for the first time, don't be
afraid to come forward for help.
