It was Science Week, and we 

had some very special assemblies.  Mrs Marquis, a scientist in robotics, 

brought in a dog-like robot which absolutely enthralled all the 

children.  She also gave an interesting talk on AI.  Mr Juna, another 

scientist and former parent, came and talked to the children about some 

of his work on creating alarm systems.  Some of the children got to test 

out an alarm system, which was very exciting.  A huge, grateful thank 

you to Mrs Marquis and Mr Juna for generously sharing their 

considerable knowledge with our children.     

Each of our UKS2 classes became geographers as they went on their 

geographical field trip to Reading.  They applied hands-on geographical 

skills as they followed their route on a map; identified different buildings 

and land use; carried out a traffic survey and made sketches.  They 

could see how Reading as a town is different to Winnersh.  They will 

also be able to use their gathered evidence to compare and contrast 

Reading with Rio de Janeiro.   

We have had the Scholastic book fair in the school hall with a fabulous 

range on offer to suit all interests.  Thank you to our families who have 

purchased books from the actual fair, or online.  The school will get a 

portion of the profits to buy new books for our library.  If you still want to 

get a book, the last day for the book fair is Monday. 

Mr Marshall delivered a presentation to Year Four parents on the 

Multiplication Tables Check that all Year Four children across the 

country have to take.  I hope the parents who attended found it 

informative.

Forest School has to offer and what it is like to attend a secondary 

school.
